Old Business

 TMTA Fall Conference was held at the Inn of the Hills in Kerrville, TX September 16-17. The Houston Council was well represented by companies and law enforcement.  Several member companies sponsored first time officers including Rudy Zepeda with Harris County Sherriff’s Office, Officer Phillip Kung, Officer Thurston Roberson and Sgt. Robert Gonzales.  The Chairwoman expressed appreciation to Dorset for their sponsorships, along with WW Roland, Men’s Wearhouse and all of the member’s support of law enforcement.  We were the only local Council to have our law enforcement with us; it sends a message to TMTA and other councils how strong Houston is. The Award Banquet was held Thursday and the winners were:

New Business

Chairwoman Lam spoke of the Road Patrol. We have out preformed the other councils in the past but we had not received the banner from TMTA. It was her privilege & honor to bring the banner back from the TMTA & presented it to the Houston Council.

On October 1st, the Department of Health and Human Services new mandatory guidelines corresponding with DOT 49 CFR 40 of the regulations took effect. With this change two additional drugs will be added to the DOT 5 panel. Ecstasy & heroine specific metabolite are now required screening within the DOT regulated panel. Additionally the positive result screening will have lower cut off points for cocaine & amphetamines. The new 7 panel will be reflected the positive will be reflected on the 7 panel the negative will still reflect on the 5 panel there is a memo on the back table covering the new guidelines. 

The Industry vs. Law Enforcement Softball Game that was to be held on Saturday, October 9th was canceled HPD is having some scheduling conflicts.  We are looking to reschedule this event and will alert the membership once we have worked out all the details. 
Couple of upcoming events that you need to be aware of:
