GRAND CHAMPION:   Carl Krites with CON-WAY FREIGHT!  
Chairwoman Honeycutt went on to the subject of the website.  Everything is ready for the website.  The last step is transferring everything over and it will be done.  

Following her discussion on the website, Chairwoman Honeycutt read a letter sent to the counsel by DPS thanking the counsel for it’s contributions and support. 

Chairwoman Honeycutt went on to the topic of the doorprize from the counsel for Kerrville.  At our previous months’ meeting the counsel had voted to spend $500.00  It was decided to purchase an I-Pad with the money and donate that door prize for counsel.  
She finished the old business with a request for anything additional from the floor.  None was forth coming. 

NEW BUSINESS: 

 Chairwoman Honeycutt reminded the membership that we would be holding elections at the September 10th meeting.  
ALSO –  we will be having Road Patrol the morning of  our September meeting.  We are meeting at the Denny’s Restaurant at 7:00 a.m. and we plan on pulling out between 8:00 a.m. to 8:30 a.m.

Driver Appreciation week is the week of  September 19th through September 25th.  The counsel will be holding our Driver Appreciation day at the scale houses on September 22.  We will be at the New Waverly scale house and one other location which has not been announced yet.  Anahuac Scale house is not available due to renovations.   Officer Jeff Tippit will announce the location as soon as one is decided.  We still need donations of items or money to support the Driver Appreciate Day!
Chairwoman Honeycutt discussed unpaid dues with the counsel.  It has been decided that any dues not paid by October 1, 2010 will result in that company not being included in the Counsel Directory.  Anyone wishing to inquire as to the status of their dues should contact Treasurer Mike Honeycutt.  He has the list.  Dues may be paid by Credit card or company check. 

First Vice Chair Angela Lam came to the podium next, to talk about the Special Olympics.  B.L. Manry with Palletized trucking pledged his challenge for driver attendance.  First Vice Angela Lam explained the importance to the athletes of raising money and the show of support with the numerous amount of trucks that choose to participate in the convoy for these athletes.  

She went on to introduce Victoria Salazar with the Special Olympics Committee to speak further on the subject.  Victoria spoke on the behalf of the athletes and how excited they are to see the trucks.  She explained that it also gives the drivers a chance to see how it feels to have that pat on the back from the athletes and all those who work to put this convoy in place.  
We will also be presenting a motorcycle division this year.  It will be the second year that a motorcycle division will be offered.  We have five bikes currently pledged.  Anyone wishing to pick up a packet on the Special Olympics Convoy can do so at the back table.  

Convoy will be held on November 13th at the Houston Race Park.  All those entering should be there no later than 8:30 a.m.

Last year there were 40 athletes that went to the National games.  There are also Law Enforcement and Torch Run events to help sponsor.  All officers are invited to participate.  Last year the convoy raised $7000.00.  

We still need officer escorts.  Lee Nino will be spearheading the escorts, so officer who are interested in participating should see him to volunteer. 

Special Olympics is still seeking door prizes for this event as well.  

There will be an award for the Prettiest truck and the Largest fleet and the coolest bike! 
The route goes from the Sam Houston Race Track up 249 and back.  It’s a 30 mile convoy route.  Afterwards we have a sponsored barbeque for the drivers followed by the awards ceremony.  

Chairwoman Lisa Honeycutt announced that a company is offering services for Driver appreciation awards in the form of belt buckles, driver rings, and things of that nature.  There are samples on the back table.  She then requested that Second Vice Tom Hartman come to the podium and introduce the guest speaker for the day. 

Second Vice Tom Hartman then came to the podium to introduce Patrick Zatopek.  Corp. Commercial Vehicle Inspections out of El Campo, TX.  Patrick Zatopek is the Coordinator for the Challenge Program, and handles the Hazmat updates.  He has been in the department for 21 years.  

Officer Patrick Zatopek came up and began by introducing Hazmat and explaining that CSA 2010 had produced some changes in the Hazmat field.  

171.08 explains the definition of Hazmat as far as Bulk and non Bulk packaging.  Bulk does not include a vessel or a barge, including transport vehicle.  The part that has changed says:     intermediate form of containment       has been removed.  

Large Packaging changed the section talking about conformity.  Large packaging now falls mainly under Large Packaging.  173.36 and added subparts P and Q. 

173.36 Has to do with no packaging.  Group I and II are not included.  Only Group III by design requirements, and transport. 

Use and Re-use

Solids and Liquids

Mixed Contents. 

Sub Part P – Large Packaging

Sub Part Q – Testing of Large Packagings

Large Packaging is now Bulk Packaging even though is has an intermediate form of containment. 

Strong outside container removed/ Strong outer packaging substitute. 

Has to meet general packaging requirements.

171.8     Added – Reconditioned, re-used, or re-manufactured. 

USDOT Hazmat Registration

There has been an annual increase.  Fees are now $975 to $2,975 for years beginning 2010 through 2011 with an admin fee of $25.00.

172.01  Hazmat table column 7 has new special provision - #41.  #41 Says that Group II Hazmat criteria level may be transported in Large Bulk Packaging.  
     This includes:  Medical Waste

                             Chemical Waste

                             Clinical Waste

                             Bio-medical Waste

                             Methacrylic acid Stabilized. 

172.514   Placarded on two opposite sides or label on two opposite sides. 

171.8  Large Bulk Packaging has been added, but does not include putting in cargo body. 

173.22  Shipper Responsibility

      If closure instructions are not permanently embossed, shipper must keep copy for 365 days. 

Bulk or Large Packaging requires a 4 digit ID number on all four sides. 

Large Packaging is designed for mechanical handling.  Exceeds 880 lbs. or 118.9 gallons.
Value not more than 3.M 3 cubic meters

Has outer container with inner package. 

Remember that Cargo Securement is a high value basic!
