MINUTES FOR THE FEBRUARY 12, 2010 MEETING OF THE HCSP
Meeting was called to order at 12:10 p.m. by Chairwoman Honeycutt.

OLD BUSINESS:

Chairwoman Honeycutt announced that the website was up and running and should remain up for the duration at this time.  It seems as all the problems with the website have been resolved. 

Chairwoman Honeycutt went on to explain that the minutes had been sent to all the membership and copies of the minutes were on the tables.  She requested a motion to accept which was granted by Steve Davis and seconded by Hal Miller.

Counsel Member Davis cautioned the membership to be aware of this issue and to be on the lookout in case the perpetrators attempted to scam other companies.

The coolers will be needed for the upcoming 2010 events and she requested that anyone knowing of the coolers whereabouts should please contact someone on the board to come retrieve these coolers.  

Chairwoman Honeycutt’s next item on her agenda was to make sure that the membership sent any updated information to Secretary Comeaux and if they were not currently receiving emails about the upcoming meetings and events they should see Secretary Comeaux after the meeting. 

Chairwoman Honeycutt announced that the next HCSP Road Patrol would be on April 9, 2010 at the Denny’s Restaurant on 225 at Ritchie Street.  We will be meeting at 8:00 a.m. for breakfast and then divide up with the attending officers for road patrol.

There are 74 questions with supporting documentation on the website for reference. 

Methodology for scoring:   

Ask Chairwoman Honeycutt for email containing documentation on scoring or look at the website. 

Scoring goes from one to ten.  One being the least offensive and ten being the most offensive.   Points will be awarded to both drivers and carriers. 
Violation warnings carry the same weight as a citation. 
No fines to be assessed until after everyone is trained.  Corrective action will be advised first.   

What is the “cutoff” for points for drivers?  75 for non hazmat drivers.  50 for hazmat drivers.

There will be no driver rating.  Nothing is on the board at this time for assessing a driver rating.  Drivers with high points will be investigated. 

The appeals program only allows for 15 days for appeals to be requested.  This time limit does not include holidays or weekends.  After 15 days the violation will stand. 

Point system fades off in two years.  

Safe Stat will transfer two years for both driver and company.  This does not include personal vehicle violations. 

When you hire a driver the drivers points go with him but the company does not inherit the drivers past violations.  (Drivers past points would go against him if there is an incident where driver is accused and drawn into court). 

Chairwoman Honeycutt returned to the podium and thanked Manuel Espinosa for his time and presentation.  Door prizes were handed out. 

Chairwoman Honeycutt called for a motion for meeting adjourned.  Motion was accepted by Glenn Honeycutt and seconded by Hal Miller.
