MINUTES FOR THE MARCH 12, 2010 MEETING OF THE HCSP
Chairwoman Honeycutt called the meeting to order at 12:10 p.m.
Chairwoman Honeycutt requested the invocation be given by Dwight Jennings

Pledge of Allegiance was recited next, followed by self introductions. 

OLD BUSINESS: 


Chairwoman Honeycutt announced that the Secretaries Report was available for the February meeting and a copy was placed on each table for review.  Next she called for a motion to accept.  Motion was accepted by Tim McGee and seconded by Phyllis Kennedy.
Next, Chairwoman Honeycutt announced that the treasurer’s report was available, and called for a motion to accept.  Motion was accepted by John Sweatt and seconded by Rodney Sims. 
Chairwoman issued a reminder that Linda Honeycutt needs all copies of the baby pictures as soon as possible but no later than the April Meeting for the cutest baby contest.  You can submit them by email if you prefer to her or Treasurer Mike Honeycutt. 

Chairwoman Honeycutt broached the topic of the TMTA conference in Corpus Christi, TX.   The guest speaker was Major Palmer.  Since Major Palmer was not able to attend the meeting today, Treasurer Mike Honeycutt would be standing in for him to discuss the topics.  

RECAP: 

CSA 2010 is 95% ready.  The numbers are still gray.  They are expecting approximately 150,000 driver will be unable to drive due to their existing safety records.  July 1, 2010.  The safestat system is expected to become non-existent.  The portal is expected to be up and running by then. 

It is well advised that all companies get signed up now and get used to the system.  In the past, motor carriers were only held responsible, but the drivers are now being held responsible for their own decisions and actions.  FMCSA figured out that in order to get the best results from roadside inspections and collected data; they had to hold the driver  responsible as well.  

July 2010n- the last three years of roadside inspections will filter into the PSP (Pre Employment Screening Program).  The PSP should be up around the first of the year.  This will rank drivers by roadside inspections on a scale of 0 to 100 with 100 being the worst.  PSP will not relate to existing drivers, only new hires.  The driver hiring on will need to sign a release for this.  Most of the paperwork for a new hire already covers this issue under the fair credit act.   A driver can pull his record himself for a charge. PSP has not been made mandatory yet.  24 parts of the MCMIS filters into the carrier ranking.  Based on OOS.  A warning and a violation with citation counts the same amount of points and both count against you.  
Roadside Caps 30 points for each infraction X 7 = 210  JJ Keller did a PP that Treasurer Mike Honeycutt can email to you if you will let him know.  

Hazmat has priority standards with or without a load.  Rankings are all based on the seven basics. 

Weighted by the following:

First six months x 2  = 30 points

7 – 12 months x 2  = 20 points

18 – 20 months x 1 = 10 points

The program began with 61/2 to 7 fatalities  per 100 million miles out of 120 million people. 

The program progressed to 2 or 3 fatalities per 100 million miles out of 350 million people.
