MINUTES FOR THE May 14, 2010 MEETING OF THE HCSP
Meeting was called to order at 12:11 p.m. by Chairwoman Honeycutt. 

Invocation was given by Tim McGee and then the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

Next Chairwoman Honeycutt called for the self-introductions. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Chairwoman Honeycutt announced that the website was being switched over to GODADDY due to extensive issues with the current provider.  GODADDY should have the site up and running by the June Meeting. 
Chairwoman Honeycutt went on to explain that the minutes had been sent to all the membership and copies of the minutes were on the tables.  She requested a motion to accept which was granted by Tim McGee and seconded by Linda Honeycutt.

Next she asked for a Treasury Report update by Mike Honeycutt.  Chairwoman Honeycutt requested a motion to accept.  Motion to accept was granted by Amber Burge and seconded by John. 

Chairwoman Honeycutt notified the membership that the credit card machine was up and running.  Many of the membership used it for both the meeting and TDC.  It’s turning out to be a great tool for the council. 
Chairwoman Honeycutt reminded the membership that the Fall Seminar for TMTA is coming up in September.  The dates were changed to September 15 through 17th.  Chairwoman Honeycutt also reminded the membership to call for hotel reservations.  The seminar will again be held at Inn of the Hills. 

The June 11, 2010 meeting will be preceded by a seminar given by Major Palmer on CSA 2010.  All attendees should pre-register with Tom Hartman or notify Secretary Comeaux.  The Seminar will begin at 9:00 a.m. and there will be a continental breakfast with juice and coffee available.  Cost of the seminar is $15.00.

Chairwoman Honeycutt address the council about the TDC set up following the meeting and introduced First Vice Lam to give an update to the membership. 

First Vice Angela Lam gave the following report:
We have 118 drivers registered for the Competition.  Last year we only had around 88.  Volunteers should meet outside the testing room in the Health Sciences building at 7:30 a.m.  Chairwoman Honeycutt generously volunteers to spearhead the volunteers.  Testing begins at 8:00 a.m. for all drivers.  Angela warned the volunteers to be ready on both the obstacle course and pre-trip by 8:15 as some of the drivers would complete their testing by then and be ready to proceed.  Volunteer packets with white hats and lunch tickets would be taken care of at the 7:30 a.m. meeting.  Additional lunch tickets could be purchased to $6.00. 
First Vice Angela Lam then discussed the weather issues at hand.  After speaking with TMTA and reviewing previous competitions with severe weather it was decided that unless there was weather that endangered the safety of the volunteers and drivers competing in the rodeo, we would proceed.  As mentioned, drivers work in all kinds of weather.  

The obstacle course and staging equipment would be set up this afternoon so anyone assisting with course set up or staging should proceed directly to the course immediately following the council meeting.  

First Vice Angela Lam addressed the professionalism and attitudes presented to the drivers during the course of the competition.  Apparently San Antonio and East Texas Competitions were hampered by less than cordial treatment of the drivers by competition staff.  First Vice Lam requested that since we already knew by the number of applicants that it was going to be a long day and the inclement weather would be a challenge, she asked that we all remain patient and supportive of the drivers.  Remember that this is our chance to show them we appreciate their being up for the competition challenges and their professionalism in the industry.  

First Vice Lam took a moment to recognize the support and dedication that Academy Sports and HEB has shown the council on many occasions throughout their association with council.  She extended our thanks to both companies and let them know how much their support means to us as a council.  
First Vice Lam reminded us this is our 50th year! 
Chairwoman Honeycutt gave a little background on the council before introducing David Mireles.  The council was started by Joe Atkinson and a handful of officers fifty years ago.  Shortly after the council was formed David Mireles and T.C. Perrin joined.  They have always been great strong supporters of the council and they have always been there when any of us needed them.  The dedicated officers who are active in the council make themselves available even after hours on cell and on occasions when events are taking place.  Because of the dedication of these individuals, the council enjoys a close relationship with the officers and the resulting atmosphere is one of safety and compliance within the industry and safer roadways for the general public.  Chairwoman Honeycutt also reminded the council of the wonderful work Officer David Mireles performs each year with Blue Santa.  
Officer David Mireles came to the podium and talked about how long he and TC had been associated with the council, and the bonds they continue to build with many of the companies within the council.  He explained the tremendous growth that he has seen in the industry since joining the council.  Officer Mireles then went on to speak of his new Chief Charles McClelland Jr. Chief McClelland has over 32 years service, serving his way up through the ranks.  Officer Mireles told the council that his new Chief has always been a hardworking and sincere person who believes in working side by side with his men.  After introducing his new Chief, Chief McClelland came forward to address the council. 
CHIEF MCCLELLAND: 

Chief McClelland thanked the council for the opportunity to address them.  He went on to say he was the most fortunate person in HPD.  He explained that he felt the mayor had given him an outstanding opportunity to serve with good men and women in his department, and he appreciated the dedication and risks that they took each day they reported for duty.  He said there are 5,400 officers that serve under him, 1,700 civilian personnel with a 64 Million dollar budget.   Chief McClelland listed his goals to the council;
1.  To strengthen Community Relations.

2.  Improve internal communication. 
3.  Truly learn to do more with less.  

Technology is a forced multiplier. 

There needs to be better and friendlier dialogue with persons within the agency.
